Our student assistance counselor has helped to provide SEL services to meet the needs of our students. In collaboration with 
site leadership the counselor is available to provide both academic and wellness support to all students. In addition, students at 
Fowler Academy have access to services from the district nurse, school psychologist, and high school librarian as needed. 
 
Gifted and Talented Education (GATE): There are no students who qualify for GATE at Fowler Academy this year. 
 
Special Education Program: Fowler Academy students enrolled in special education programs receive services daily from a 
qualified Resource Specialist Program teacher from the high school. Each student schedules time with this teacher during the 
week to review previously taught information, go over difficult concepts, and preview upcoming lessons prior to presentation by 
the regular classroom teacher. Special education staff members collaborate with the Academy teachers in regular meetings to 
meet the individual needs of the students. 
 
English Learner Program: Our English teacher holds a Cross-cultural Language and Academic Development (CLAD) certificate 
and our math teacher recently completed CLAD. Although we have only a few students who require English language 
development instruction, we use techniques developed for English learners to enhance the learning process for all students at 
Fowler Academy. The services of the high school ELD teacher are also available to our students.
